The Global Junior Challenge represents an unprecedented opportunity  to show and discover the most creative and original initiatives that are being undertaken around the world  in the field of multimedia and information technologies.

The international competition welcomes all types of projects. A database for young people seeking work, an e-mail project for students, a CD-ROM for learning music. Ideas for the Internet, virtual reality projects, special web pages and any other idea that is aimed at allowing children and youth to learn, discover and communicate. Anybody can participate to the Challenge: associations, public and private institutions, schools, universities, companies and individual citizens, of all ages and from all regions of the world.

The projects will be evaluated by a jury made up of international experts which will select the 50 most innovative  projects to be exhibited at the first world-wide exhibition dedicated to multimedia that will take place in Rome from 4 to 6 December at the Rome Fair.
